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 A pleasant and good morning to you Senate President Louis Patrick Hill, to 

the honorable Senators of the 28th Legislature of the US Virgin Islands, to my fellow 

testifier, Mr. Julito Francis, to everyone in this prestigious hall and also to everyone 

listening. 

 My name is Marian P. Prescod, I am here representing 3P, Inc., in its role as 

the management consulting firm hired by the Office of Economic Opportunity to 

assist with ensuring that all recovery funds due to the territory are identified, 

tracked and accounted for and that all VI recipients have access to and receive 

support for successfully managing and reporting on ARRA investments.  The 

following describes our primary tasking and responsibilities: 

1. To seek and capture all ARRA grant opportunities available to the Virgin 

Islands and notify government agencies and any other subscriber seeking 

information on ARRA opportunities.  We follow potential applicants through 

these opportunities and make every effort to assist all eligible entities in 

submitting a grant application – government and non-governmental entities 

alike.  Our support persists beyond the submission of an application, to 

support on successful award and to assisting with execution through the 

period of performance of the grant.   

2. As a corollary, we were also assigned the development and maintenance of a 

repository of all ARRA opportunities and performance information that 

would support federal reporting pursuant to Section 1512 of the Act, and that 
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would also meet the requirements of this Legislature pursuant to local Act 

7063 as amended by Act 7064.  Perhaps most importantly, this repository 

would provide transparency into the availability of opportunity, the receipt of 

awards, the use of funds as well as access that would enable any citizen  to 

participate in the economic prosperity this Act was promised to bring to the 

Virgin Islands.  This on-line application resource is the ARRA Funds 

Management System (ARRA FMS) and it is the underpinning of a public facing 

resource known as the OEO Website.  The address is 

www.governordejongh.com/recovery/oeo.  It can also be accessed at  

www.oeo.usvipfa.com. 

3. The most intense of our tasks is to assign an “OEO Liaison” to every fund 

recipient and support those recipients in all monitoring, tracking, reporting, 

and management technical assistance that would increase the predictability 

of success of a fund recipient as that recipient fulfills its responsibility for 

implementing successful programs based on the terms and conditions of 

award. 

 My testimony today will focus on three major areas: 

1. ARRA Performance, Accomplishments and Achievements 

2. The Challenges for States and Territories 

3. Expectations for the Future and the VI’s ARRA Posture 

 In support of this discussion, I draw your attention to your handout.  There is 

a Powerpoint Presentation following Mr. Francis’ and my testimonies that will 

complement, if you will, my written testimony.  The presentation is marked Prescod 

Supplement.  I will guide you through the joint use of the presentation and my

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testimony.  Following the presentation on Tabs 1-8, are a few of the detailed reports 

available through the on-line resources – the ARRA FMS and OEO Website. 

 I would like to request, Mr. Chairman, that after my written testimony, we be 

given a ten minute recess so that we may set up for an on-line demonstration of the 

ARRA FMS and OEO Website.  This would provide a comprehensive explanation of 

how ARRA is managed in the US Virgin Islands, and a walk thru of the information 

available to every citizen and stakeholder in the VI’s ARRA program.   Your media 

staff is aware of this Mr. Chairman, and I anticipate the set up to be speedy.  

Thank you Mr. Chairman. 

1. ARRA Performance, Accomplishments and Achievements 

(Segue to PowerPoint Cover Page then to Slide 2) 

It is now one year since the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 was 

established.  The figures presented by my fellow testifier Mr. Francis and I reflect 

the activity as reported by fund recipients through February 28th of 2010. 

ARRA PREFORMANCE 

 The Virgin Islands reports total receipts of $161,427,004.01, either through 

formula, competitive, direct loans, and fiscal relief given directly to individuals by 

the federal government.  Mr. Francis explained how these funds were broken down 

by fund recipient.  I draw your attention to a few other views of the funds data and 

distribution. (See Powerpoint Slides 3 and 4). 

 Slide 3 shows ARRA funds invested in the territory.  These are actual awards 

received to date from federal grantors and that have been distributed by: 
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Capital Projects  $ 85,492,734.40 -  for example, DPW’s road projects, the Bureau 

of Correction’s facility, some of the Energy projects; 

Social Services $ 20,766,090.86 - for example, Health projects, Human Services 

projects and some of the Energy projects; 

Federal Entitlements $46,680,844.00 – these include the funds over which the VI 

directly had no control of how it was spent or distributed, such as tax payments, 

social security payments, payments to veterans, direct and guaranteed loans, etc. 

Project and Program Management $5,337,236.50 - Perhaps an inadequately 

funded area of the program.  These include for the addition to staff, compliance and 

management.   

Loans $ 3,150,000.00- these are funds primarily available through the Energy 

Office in collaboration with WAPA and the EDA. 

Please turn to Slide 4 of the PowerPoint presentation as well as to Tab 1 – ARRA 

funds Awarded and Available By Type, in your handout, both of which show the 

distribution of the funds the VI has been awarded to date across the same areas:

ARRA Jobs Created By Award and Project,

 The final data set I wish to share is on, sub-grants, sub-contracts – to include 

RFPs, RFQs, IFBs and purchase orders solicited and awarded from ARRA funds 

being expended in the territory. 

 the jobs created by award and project as 

collected through February, 26, 2010.  The total jobs created are 238.  The listings 

shown here are not exhaustive, but the OEO is making every effort to catalog and 

post every job created from funds in use in the Virgin Islands.  Every fund recipient 

is required and will also be able to provide that detail. 

 If you turn with me to your binder, Tab 6 – Listing of Solicitations and Awards 

and Tab 7 – Solicitations by Award and Project, you will be reviewing the information 

as reported to by recipients through February 26, 2010. 

 Mr. Chairman and Senators, judging from the attestation of other states and 

other territories, the VI presents respectably and boasts the following 

achievements: 

ACCOMPLISHMENTS AND ACHIEVEMENTS 

1. The Department Labor was commended by the federal Department of Labor 

for its outstanding performance and use of ARRA funds, among the best in the 

nation.  Commissioner Bryan and his staff are to be commended. 
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2. The East End Medical Center is now seeing patients in its new Dental Clinic 

based on the implementation of their ARRA funds.  Their performance is to be 

commended under their new director and his staff. 

3. The VI Housing Authority received a commendation from federal HUD for 

performance so outstanding that the Authority was asked to present to the 

Assistant Secretary of not only HUD, because of exemplary performance, but 

also for being among the top performers nationally in creativity and using 

ARRA funds.  Mr. Graham and his staff are to be commended. 

4. The Department of Public Works displays the famous Recovery emblem 

across the territory showcasing its transportation projects on St. Croix, St. 

John and St. Thomas. 

5. On February 26, 2010, 106 representatives of VI fund recipients gathered for 

training from the Offices of Federal Inspectors General for Transportation and 

Justice on Detecting and Preventing Fraud Waste and Abuse.

6. The OEO has successfully developed a comprehensive grants on-line grants 

management application, and comprehensive ARRA funds management 

system that is functional well beyond ARRA and that integrates with the 

government’s financial system to reconcile grant financial performance. 

   

7. All recipients that partner with the OEO, in its charge for maintaining 

transparency and accountability, have access to an on-line repository of their 

ARRA  transactions that can be a powerful and readily accessible body of 

evidence for their ARRA activities. 

8. The OEO provides support to every fund recipient in this territory and has 

become a respected and frequently consulted support system.  In the OEO, we 

receive calls every week from non-recipient citizens seeking assistance. 
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 Mr. Chairman we have a long road ahead and challenging admittedly.  

However, our assessment of the recipients’ performance, is that they are working 

to fulfill the terms and conditions of their awards and getting funds into the 

economy.  Much work is left to be done. 

 All states and territories have struggled to perform under ARRA with its 

unprecedented requirements for transparency, accountability and rapid 

performance.  Many of the awards to the VI have taken extremely long to be 

awarded such as the education grants, the state fiscal stabilization funds 

combined with very slow notice of award on competitive grants.  However, for 

the funds that have been awarded to the territory, the focus must be on 

performance.  The VI has unique requirements for oversight and management of 

these entrusted funds.  The OEO is ready to support the recipients and potential 

applicants and encourage the legislature to turn its focus swiftly to enabling 

performance and facilitating progress. 

 

 

 Based on advice given to states and territories in the meeting of ARRA leads 

in Washington, DC in March, the spotlight of the ARRA program will be on: 

1. Expenditure – Fund recipients must increase the aggressiveness with which 

they spend funds.  The administration expressed its wish that there be 70% 

2. The Challenges for States and Territories 

4. Expectations for the Future and the VI’s ARRA Posture 
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outlays of funds – not obligations, but actual dollars spent by September 30, 

2010.   

2. Performance – Fund recipients must be focused on successfully delivering 

on the projects and programs.  Many grantors are increasing their reporting 

requirements because of the need for visibility and delivery on the intent of 

ARRA.  The Virgin Islands must be guided accordingly and bring everything to 

bear on ensuring successful performance. 

3. Audits – the Offices of Inspectors General are very clear that reviews will be a 

focus of upcoming quarters.  ARRA funds management is subject to the single 

audit (OMB Circular A-133), the requirements of which are known to the 

Virgin Islands. 

4. Funding Streams – Although much of the ARRA funds have already been 

distributed, Energy, Transportation, Healthcare and Education will continue 

to be the “gifts that keep on giving” as put by a Governor’s Association 

Director.  Through the OEO, the VI will be poised to seize these opportunities, 

aggressively pursue and compete for all grants for which it is eligible. 

 

 Senators, I thank you for the time here for this discourse.  Before I invite 

questions and exchange, Mr. Chairman, we are at the point of the demonstration of 

the ARRA FMS and OEO Website of which I spoke earlier.  I request 10 minutes for 

set up if you please.
